Fabric Yardage* Cutting  

Green and cream print 1 1⁄2 yard 6 A

Green and cream print 2 3⁄8 yard 24 C

Green with brown dots 11⁄4 yards** 2 strips 11⁄2" x 421⁄2" (border)
2 strips 11⁄2" x 271⁄2" (border)

Cream and brown print 1⁄8 yard 48 B

Cream with brown stripes 3⁄8 yard 24 C

Brown with green dots 1⁄8 yard 48 B

Brown and cream stripe 3⁄8 yard 8 E, 3 F

Brown and cream check fat eighth 24 D

Brown and green print 11⁄2 yards 2 strips 41⁄2" x 501⁄2" (border)
2 strips 41⁄2" x 291⁄2" (border)

Brown solid 1⁄2 yard 5 strips 21⁄2" x 42" (binding)

Backing 15⁄8 yards 1 panel 41" x 54"

Batting 41" x 54"

* 42"-wide fabric. 

** If the width of your fabric allows the longer 
border strips to be cut from selvedge to selvedge, 
you’ll need only 1⁄4 yard of fabric.
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Quilt Assembly

Patch Sizes
Patch A: 61⁄2" x 81⁄2" rectangles
Patch B: 11⁄2" squares
Patch C: 11⁄2" x 81⁄2" rectangles
Patch D: 21⁄2" squares
Patch E: 11⁄2" x 121⁄2" rectangles
Patch F: 11⁄2" x 401⁄2" rectangles

Making the Blocks
Join A, B, C, and D patches to make a
block. Make 6 blocks.

Assembling the Quilt
Join blocks and E patches in vertical
rows. Join the rows and F patches. 

Sew short green with brown dots bor-
der strips to the top and bottom of
the quilt and long green with brown
dots border strips to the sides. In the
same order, sew the brown and green
print border strips to the quilt.

Finishing
Layer backing, batting, and quilt top.
Baste the layers together. Quilt as
desired. Trim the backing and batting
even with the quilt top.

Enclose the raw edges of the quilt
with double-fold binding.
